STEP 3

Place the monitor face down on a flat surface.

Align the VESA plate holes with the holes on the back
of the monitor. Attach using the correct screws for

the desired monitor.

If the VESA mount fits with the monitor, proceed with
the usage of . In case it does not, assembly using
the long screws and distance nuts(0).

Secure the assembly with a screwdriver (not provided).

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\ Tension Adjustment \

Caution:
Support and hold on to the arm while adjusting the tension.

Adjustments:

Use the Allen key@ provided to adjust the tension in case the joint

can’t keep up with the weight of the monitor. @Turn the Allen key clockwise
to adjust for heavier monitors; counter-clockwise for lighter monitors.

If tightening the joint won’t work, then untighten both screws completely
without removing the screw and re-tighten it one screw at the time.

To keep the monitor arm completely rigid, proceed with deciding its
permanent position and use Allen key to tighten the joint @.
Turn clockwise to tighten until the arm becomes completely rigid.

Recommendations:

® Maximum 14 kg (30.8 Ibs).

® The products loading capacities are based
on monitors’ center of gravity less than 3 cm
from the end of the VESA interface.
